Hosea’s ministry probably picked up straight from
that of Amos

Isaiah was contemporary with Hosea, but he was in
Judah (while Hosea was in Israel) and the period he
spoke for lasted longer

Paul’s second letter to the Thessalonians was proba-
bly written quite soon the first, perhaps in response
to their response. Contemporary with Galatians,
these early writings predate the Gospels

We start now on the third of the “synoptic” Gos-
pels. Probably written after Matthew, like that Gos-
pel it draws on the account in Mark, earlier tradi-
tions—and, apparently, Luke’s own researches
